Evaluate clinical response
and retest CBC in 7 days.
If no improvement, pursue
other differentials for
clinical and hematology
abnormalities.

A CBC with blood film evaluation on a fresh whole blood
specimen is recommended to evaluate for evidence

A positive Anaplasma result
indicates the presence of
Anaplasma antibodies. In

a dog without clinical signs
and a normal CBC, this may
reflect prior exposure to a
tick infected with Anaplasma.

Evaluate tick prevention strategies and reinforce the value of year-round protection.
